Ps. 5:11 But let all who take refuge in You be glad; let them ever sing for joy. Spread Your 

protection over them, that those who love Your name may rejoice in You. (NIV) 

 

Sometimes, bad things happen to God’s people. This is not because the LORD is not watching 

over us, but because we live in a fallen world, rife with sin. But today's verse reminds us that 

even in the toughest of times, we can take refuge in the only One that can truly protect and 

provide for us.

I have learned the secret of being content in any and every situation, whether well fed or 

hungry, whether living in plenty or in want. I can do all this through Him Who gives me 

strength.
